The Master Plan: The basic framework for the Master Plan relies on the concept of a formal axis with secondary cross-axes,
designed to respond to the existing vegetation, topography and gardens.

The main axis extends from the north end of the parking lot to the south end of the site, terminated by a small conservatory. Several
important cross axes originate from the Rill Nodes and extend to the

East and West and provide access to multiple gardens and features.
- Botanical Garden Parking (225 spaces)

Parking is provided for the proposed Botanical Garden improvements. This new parking is positioned to the north of the site, based
off the main axis of the rest of the Garden.

Overflow parking is provided to the east of this new lot to accommodate vehicles during special events.
- The Visitor's Center

-Located on the northwest portion of the site, just south of the new parking lot, the Visitor's Center will be a substantial addition to the
Botanical Gardens. Located at the north end of the perfectly flat lawn stretching to the Towers of the Rill, this structure will serve
multiple functions, such as a point for controlled access to the gardens, public gathering spaces, conference capabilities, and even
dining opportunities will be provided. The architecture should echo the existing style of the Botanical Gardens and it should relate to
the main formal axis of the Master Plan.

- The Reflecting Pool

-This large pool will be a calm, reflecting plane of water, centered on the main access of the site. This breathtaking feature will be a
point to pause for patrons as they begin their exploration of the site. The dimensions of this pool are approximately 35'x425’, and the
materials should consist of a black granite band that surrounds the pool. The water level needs to be only 6” deep, but the plane
underneath the water should be black in color.

-The Great Lawn

-This versatile, formal space provides open views to Margaret’'s Pond, and conversely, views back to the Tropical House
Conservatory. At a 5% uniform slope from the East to West, the grading will further enhance the formality of the space.

- The Fountain

-At the intersection of the Great Lawn and the main axis, this monumental fountain measures approximately 35’ in diameter and
consists of a limestone surround. Crashing water and a sculpture should add audible and visual characteristics to this central focal
point.

- The Tropical House (8,000 s.f.)

-This conservatory is located at the end of the western arm of the Great Lawn. As the largest conservatory, this glass structure will
function as a greenhouse for a tropical plant display.

The Celebration Gardens
-The Celebration Pond

-Responding to an existing watershed on site, this new Celebration Pond replaces the existing silt pond. It's size is approximately
two times larger than the previous pond, and it will serve as an aesthetic element for the adjacent Visitor's Center and Celebration
Garden.

-The Wedding Green (0.28 Acres)

-Located near the Visitor's Center, this lawn space will be able to handle small and large wedding ceremonies. With Margaret’s Pond
to the east and the Celebration Pond to the north, this turf area will provide an ideal spot for many private party functions.

- The Blooming Experience (0.38 Acres)

-To enhance the appeal of the Celebration Gardens, the Blooming Experience will be a collection of annual, perennial, and rose
plantings. This dynamic color display will be coordinated to provide a view of color for the spring, summer, and fall.

The Gardens of the Imagination
- The Erickson Water Garden (1.12 Acres)

-This existing garden will remain untouched in its current state, yet remains a very important garden that is centrally located within the
expanded garden area.

-The Cohen Iris Collection (0.13 Acres)

-This relocated garden will be moved to the south of the Erickson Water Garden. The positioning of this garden will compliment the
proposed Rose Garden to the west.

-The Rose Garden (0.57 Acres)

-Situated to the east of the first Rill Node, this contemporary designed garden will be a favorite for visitors. Colorful shrub and
climbing rose displays will be the primary attraction for this garden, but the use of terraces, stone walls and turf will add to the overall
beauty. A small plaza will be able to accommodate a small private party for various ceremonies.

-The Artist's Garden (0.39 Acres)

-This garden will be a destination spot for visitor’s interested in an artist-themed garden. Local artists will be encouraged to design
different parts of this garden, reflecting each artists’ unique artistic styles.

-The Train Garden (0.45 Acres)

-Highly-themed and attractive for children of all ages, this garden will even appeal to adults. Paying homage to the history of the
American rail system, the Train Garden will provide a place for history, education, and an opportunity for playful engineering of G-
Scale train sets.

-The Children’s Garden (2.28 Acres)

-Located to the west of the Rill, the Children’s Garden will remain relatively unscathed from the new Master Plan improvements.
Room for expansion is proposed to further enhance opportunities for child-based activities and functions.

The Rill
- The Water Rill (830 L.F.)

-As a formal, unique, and strong element in the design, the Water Rill will become an attractive feature for patrons of the Botanical
Garden. Used as an organizing and element for pedestrians, the Water Rill will also add the dynamic aesthetic of moving water. An
opportunity for lighting and a night display will bring added value to this iconic element.

-The Towers

-Reaching for the sky, the Towers will add a vertical character to the Botanical Gardens. Responding to the existing topography, the
location of the Towers is placed at a point of elevation change. The total height of these structures will be 35 feet and the
architectural style will match what has already been established at the EEVC.
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
